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KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS that GREENSTREET MOUNTAIN RESORT. INC., Wilkes County, North Carolina,
does hereby covenant and agree to and with all persons, firms or corporations hereinafter acquiring any of the below described

property:

BEING all the lots shown and described on the Map of Greenstreet Mountain Resort. Inc. as recorded in Map Book 8 Page 193,
184, 195 of the Wilkes County Registry, reference to which is hereby made for a more full and complete description, that this
property is hereby subject to the following restrictions as to the use thereof, running with said property, by whomsoever owned,
to-wit;

1. All lots shall be used for residential purposes exclusively and no business or occupation of any type or kind shall be conducted
on or from any lot within the Subdivision.

2. No fences, walks, walls, shrubs, garden, flowers, statues, plantings and other ornamental or plant landscaping or obstruction
of any type or kind shall be located on any lot within the subdivision unless the same shall have been approved in writing by the
Corporation. its successors and assigns.

3. It shall be the responsibility of each lot owner to prevent the development of any unclean, unsightly or unkempt condition on
each lot which shall tend to automatically decrease the beauty of the neighborhood as a whole or the specific area.

4. No noxious or offensive activity shall be carried on upon any lot, nor shall anything be done thereon fending to cause
embarrassment, discomfort, annoyance or nuisance to the neighbors . There shall not be maintained any plants, poultry,
animals, other than household pets, or device or thing of any sort whose normal existence or activities are in any way noxious,
dangerous, unsightly, unpleasant or of a nature as may diminish or destroy the enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood
by the owners thereof.

5. In the event that the owner of any lot permits any underbrush, weeds, etc. to grow upon any lot to a height of two (2) feet,
except as a part of a landscaping plan approved by the Corporation and on request fails to have the premises cut within Sixty
(60) days, agents of the Corporation may enter upon said land to remove the same.

6. No commercial signs, including "For Rent" "For Sale" and other similar signs shall be erected or maintained on a lot except
with the written permission of the Corporation, it being understood that they will not grant permission for said land unless their
erection is reasonable and necessary to avert a serious hardship to the property owner. Property identification and like signs
exceeding a combined total of more than two (2) square feet may not be erected without written permission of the Corporation.

7. The Corporation reserves unto itself, its successors and assigns, a perpetual, inalienable and releasable easement over,
upon, across, and under each lot for the erection, maintenance, installation and use of electrical and telephone poles, wires,
cables, conduits, sewers., water mains and other suitable equipment for the conveyance and use of electricity, telephone
equipment, gas, sewer, water, cable television, community television systems, or other public conveniences or utilities and the
Corporation may further cut drain ways for surface water wherever and whenever such action may appear to the Corporation to
be necessary to maintain reasonable standards of health, safety and appearances. These easements and rights expressly
include the right to cut any trees. bushes or shrubbery, make any gradings to the soil, or to take any other similar action
reasonable or necessary to provide economical and safe utilities installation and to maintain reasonable standards of health,
safety and appearances. It further reserves the right to locate wells, pumping stations, tanks, bathhouses, restrooms, and similar
essential facilities within residential areas on any walkway of any residential lot designated for such use on the applicable plat of
a residential subdivision, or to locate the same upon any adjacent lot with the permission of the owner of such adjacent lot . Such
rights may be exercised by any licensee of the Corporation and this reservation shall not be construed or considered an
obligation of the Corporation to provide or maintain any such utility or service.

8. No trees measuring four (4) inches or more in diameter at ground level or any rhododendron or laurel may be removed without
the written approval of the Corporation.

9. No lot shall be subdivided, or its boundary lines changed, except with the written consent of the Corporation. However, the

Corporation hereby expressly reserves to itself, its successors and assigns, the right to replat any two or more lots shown on the
plat of any deed in order to create a modified lot or lots. The restrictions and covenants herein apply to each such lot so created.
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
